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DEFINITION

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SCOPE OF WORK

The scope of work necessarily, but not exclusively includes the following activities:

The successful bidder will be required to deliver & install the Bio Metric devices
at various Colleges and Universities as in Annexure-1X. The address for delivery
will be intimated to the successful bidder.

The successful bidder will ensure one time registration of all teaching and non
teaching staff of the Institute and train them on various functions of the device,
including the addition and deletion of employees. Upon completion of training,
vendor has to obtain an “Installation Certificate” from the Head of the
Institution as per format prescribped at “Annexure -X". Training and
demonstration of the equipment must be done at the institution itself.

The successful bidder shall carryout a test service to upload the biometric data to
centralized system specified by SPD-OHEPEE for a period of 10 days. In case of
non availability of internet connection data will be stored in the local server and it
will be uploaded to central system as and when get connected to Internet.

Pushing of biometric attendance data from the biometric devices to centralized
system either to Cloud space or IP address (configured system) on a regular
interval of time. Bidder should demonstrate the successful running of cloud
service with minimum ten numbers of clients. There should be Login facility at
HED and each HEI to retrieve monthly biometric attendance.

All the items should be successfully installed at the locations as mentioned at
‘“Annexure -IX “within 3 months from the date of placement of order. For
effective installation, SPD-OHEPEE will issue an installation schedule in
consultation with successful bidder.

The successful bidder shall have to supply all necessary accessories along with
the device viz. cable, power supply cords/ wires etc. and appropriate licenses,
device drivers and documentation, that may be required, for successful
acceptance of the quoted product by Project Management Unit (PMU) -
OHEPEE. During actual installation, the vendor will assist the HEIs in connecting
the device to internet.

If more than 20 numbers of biometric devices will be dysfunctional during first
two months of installation due to failure of a particular part, then Bidder shall
replace such part of all the systems onsite on his own cost in one month.

During reqistration of finger prints, maximum of 3% of failure to reqister
due to poor / not precise finger print is acceptable. Swiping cards will be
given for such cases by the firm. However, once registered, all such
persons should not try more than once during daily registration. If more
than 2% of registered persons have to attempt more than once in _giving
finger prints during daily use, it will be treated as a device failure and
clause 7 above will be applicable.

The bidders are expected to accept all technical / commercial terms & conditions
mentioned in the bid document.
