SHORT NOTICE INVITING TENDER

Name of the Assignment: Short Notice Inviting Tender (SNIT) for “Charter services between
Bhubaneswar & Jharsuguda for Teams & Officials of FIH Odisha Hockey Men’s World Cup 2023”

Government of Odisha, Commerce & Transport (Transport) Department is looking for a reputed
scheduled air service carrier for charter services between Bhubaneswar & Jharsuguda for Teams &
Officials of FIH Odisha Hockey Men’s World Cup 2023. The tentative flight requirement is at
Annexure-I and the date & timing are subject to change.

Additional Secretary to Government-cum-Director of Aviation on behalf of Government of Odisha
(hereinafter called as "Client") invites suitable offer from interested scheduled Airline operators to
conduct Short Notice Inviting Tender under a single bid system for the above purpose. However,
the Client may, at its sole discretion, make modifications and amendments while issuing such
notice.

2. ELIGIBILITY AND DISQUALIFICATION OF APPLICANTS
2.1 In order to be eligible for under this SNIT,

(a) Operations under this Proposal will be permitted for turbo prop ATR 72 / Q-400 /Airbus
type aircraft.

(b) Bidding under the SNIT shall be permitted only by the scheduled airline operators which
are eligible to qualify as designated airline(s) of India (as per the applicable rules) as on
November 2022

(c) The Selected Airline Operator shall be obligated to commence Flight operations
undertaking all the statutory clearance from the Airports and proposed route, within a period of
15 days from the issuance of Letter of Award unless any extension is granted by the Client.
However, the Client may examine, from time to time, the above mentioned eligibility
conditions and may issue appropriate guidelines/clarifications in this regard.

2.2 Only the entities satisfying the eligibility criteria set out in Section 2.1 of the SNIT shall be
eligible to make a Proposal under this SNIT. An Applicant shall not be eligible to submit a Proposal
under this SNIT and shall be disqualified if:

(a) it or its Affiliate, its directors or key personnel has been barred or blacklisted by any
government agency or Client in India, the government of the jurisdiction of the Applicant
where incorporated or the jurisdiction of their principal place of business, any international
financial institution such as the World Bank Group, Asian Development Bank, African
Development Bank, Inter-American Development Bank, Asian Infrastructure Investment Bank
etc. or the United Nations or any of its agencies;

(b) it or its directors have been convicted of any offence in India or abroad.
(c) it has defaulted in payment of dues to any Government agencies in the past 12 months

2.3 The Client may from time to time, notify additions, amendments or modifications to the
aforementioned eligibility criteria.

3. SUBMISSION OF PROPOSAL

3.1 Tender documents will be available and downloaded w.e.f. 21.12.2022 in the Government of
Odisha website “https://tendersodisha.gov.in/nicgep/app” and “https://ct.odisha.gov.in/tenders-
advertisement”. Prospective Applicants are advised to go through procedure available on the
website “https://tendersodisha.gov.in/nicgep/app” and also, get themselves acquainted to e-tender

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participation requirements as provided on the aforesaid website of the Client. The detailed
information regarding e-tender procedures is at Annexure-I1.

3.2 The bidding process under the SNIT is a single stage process. The Applicants shall submit the
Proposal online in accordance with the provisions of this Clause. Failure to submit the proposal
complete in all respects will render the proposal invalid and such proposal shall not be considered
or evaluated.

3.3 The Applicants in their login will be required to search the Tender Id as indicated in notice of
commencement and then follow the bid submission process as per the documents available in the
Bidder Manual Kit.

3.4 Subsequently, the Applicants will be required to submit the following (“Tender Covers”):
(i) Technical Bid (“Pre Qualification/Technical”)

(a) Technical Bid containing the Applicant’s Profile and its Technical Proposal in the format
attached in this SNIT at Annexure—IV

(b) Power of Attorney for signing of Proposal in the format attached in this SNIT at Annexure—
\%

(c) Bid Security Declaration as per the format attached in this SNIT at Annexure-VI
(if) Financial Bid (“Finance”)

As part of the Financial Proposal, the Applicant shall submit the following information in the
format attached in this SNIT at Annexure-VII

Upload the details, as required on the portal under the section.

3.6 Proposals submitted by any means other than those mentioned above shall be rejected by the
Client.

3.7 The Client reserves the right to modify the procedure for submission of Proposals at later stages
of the Selection Process.

3.8 Any Proposal, that is not in accordance with the terms of the SNIT shall not be considered and
shall be disqualified.

4. COST OF PROPOSAL (PROCESSING FEE)

4.1 Non-refundable processing Fees with online mode for Rs. 15,000/- (Rupees Fifteen Thousand
only) is to be furnished by the applicant along with the technical proposal. The details of online
payment procedure are at Annexure Il “Procedure for Electronic receipt, accounting and
report of processing fee Deposit on submission of bid”. Proposals without the requisite Proposal
Document cost shall be treated as non-responsive and rejected.

4.2 The Applicants shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of their
Proposals, and Client will, in no case, be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the
conduct or outcome of the Selection Process.

4.3 The Applicants are expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms and conditions in this
SNIT before submitting its Proposal. Submission of a Proposal that is not responsive in any respect
shall be liable to be rejected by the Client without assigning any reason.

5. PROPOSAL DUE DATE

Proposals should be uploaded before 17:00 hours IST on the 27.12.2022 in the manner and form
as detailed in this SNIT.



6. LATE PROPOSALS

The tender will close after the expiry of the time specified in Clause 5 above on the Proposal Due
Date and, will not allow the Applicant to input or change any information afterwards.

7. VALIDITY OF THE PROPOSAL

Proposals shall remain valid for a period of 120 Days from the Proposal Due Date.

8. BID SECURITY/PROPOSAL SECURITY

As per the Government of Odisha, Finance Department Office Memorandum No 8943/F dated
18.03.2021 and No. 8484/F dated 05.04.22, the Bid Security/Proposal Security is exempted.
However, the applicant has to submit a bid security declaration as per the format attached in this
SNIT at Annexure VI.

9. EVALUATION AND COMPARISON OF PROPOSALS

9.1 Complete proposals received under this SNIT shall be evaluated, and the Selected Airline
Operator shall be chosen, in accordance with this SNIT. The proposal received with minimum
cost shall be determined as the Selected Airline Operator. In case of a tie situation during
opening of the financial bids, the committee formed to finalize this tender will take proper steps to
break the deadlock situation.

9.2 To facilitate evaluation of Proposals, the Client may, at its sole discretion, seek clarifications in
writing from any Applicant regarding its Proposal within the timelines set out in this SNIT.

9.3 Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this SNIT, the Client may, at its sole
discretion, waive any minor infirmity, nonconformity or irregularity in a Proposal that does not
constitute a material deviation, and that does not prejudice or affect the relative position of any
Applicant, provided it conforms to all the terms, conditions of this SNIT and/or the SNIT without
any material deviations, objections, conditionality or reservations. A material deviation, objection,
conditionality or reservation is one (i) that affects, in any substantial way, the scope, quality or
performance of the contract; (ii) that limits, in any substantial way, inconsistent with this SNIT or
the SNIT, the Client’s rights or the Selected Airline Operator’s obligations under the contract; or
(iif) whose rectification would unfairly affect the competitive position of other Applicants, who are
presenting responsive Proposals.

9.4 Tests of responsiveness

Prior to evaluation of Proposals, the Client shall determine whether each Proposal is responsive to
the requirements of this SNIT. A Proposal shall be considered responsive if:

(a) itis received as per the formats as specified in this SNIT ;
(b) it is received by the Proposal Due Date including any extension thereof.
(c) it is accompanied by the Power(s) of Attorney

(d) it contains all the information (complete in all respects) as requested in this SNIT and/or
documents accompanying the Proposal (in formats same as those specified);

(9) it does not contain any condition or qualification; and
(h) it is responsive in terms of the SNIT and the terms of this SNIT.

9.5 The Client shall have the right to reject any Proposal that is non-responsive and no request for
alteration, modification, substitution or withdrawal shall be entertained by the Client in respect of
such Proposal. Provided, however, that the Client may, in its discretion, allow the Applicant to



rectify any infirmities or omissions if the same do not constitute a material modification of the
Proposal.

10. CONTRACT NEGOTIATION

Contract negotiation will be held at a date, time and address as intimated to the selected applicants.
The successful applicant will, as a pre-requisite for attendance at the negotiations, confirm
availability of all the proposed staff for the assignment. Representative conducting negotiations on
behalf of the successful applicant must have written authority to negotiate & conclude a contract
and henceforth, the negotiated price will be known as the “Contract Price”. Negotiation will be
performed covering technical and financial aspects, if any and availability of proposed professionals
etc.

11. CLIENT’S RIGHT TO ACCEPT ANY PROPOSAL AND TO REJECT ANY OR
ALL PROPOSALS

11.1 Notwithstanding anything contained in this SNIT, the Client may accept or reject any Proposal,
or annul the Selection Process and reject all Proposals, at any time during the Selection Process,
without thereby incurring any liability to the affected Applicant or Applicants and shall not have
any obligation to inform the affected Applicant or Applicants of the grounds for Client’s action.

11.2 In case, it is found during the evaluation or at any time before signing of the contract
agreement or after its execution and during the period of subsistence thereof, that:

(a) the Applicant has made material misrepresentation, or and

(b) has given any materially incorrect or false information, the Applicant shall be disqualified
forthwith if not yet appointed as the Selected Airline Operator, and if the contract agreement
has been entered into with the Selected Airline Operator, the Client may terminate the
contract agreement, by a communication in writing by Client to the Applicant/Selected
Airline Operator. The Client shall not be liable in any manner whatsoever to the
Applicant/Selected Airline Operator. In such an event, Client shall forfeit and appropriate the
Proposal Security and/or the Performance Guarantee, as the case may be, to the extent deemed
appropriate by the Client, without prejudice to any other right or remedy that may be available
to Client.

11.3 Client reserves the right to verify all statements, information and documents submitted by any
Applicant. Failure of the Client to undertake such verification shall not relieve the Applicant of its
obligations or liabilities hereunder nor will it affect any right of Client hereunder.

11.4 Proposals shall be deemed to be under consideration immediately after they are opened and
until such time the Client makes official intimation of award/ rejection to the Applicants. While the
Proposals are under consideration, Applicants and/ or their representatives or other interested parties
are advised to refrain, save and except as required under this SNIT, from contacting by any means,
the Client and/ or their employees/ representatives on matters related to the Proposals under
consideration.

12. COMMUNICATION OF ACCEPTANCE AND EXECUTION OF AGREEMENT

12.1 After the determination of the Selected Airline Operator, the Client shall enter into the
contract agreement with the Selected Airline Operator. The Selected Airline Operator, as the case
may be, shall not be entitled to seek any deviation, modification or amendment in the contract
agreement.

12.2 Client shall issue a letter of award (the “Letter of Award” or “LOA”) in duplicate, to the
Selected Airline Operator after its selection, and the Selected Airline Operator shall, within Seven



(7) days of the receipt of the LOA, sign and return the duplicate copy of the LOA in
acknowledgement thereof

12.3 The Selected Airline Operator will enter into a contract agreement with the Client for operating
the awarded Flights within 05.01.2023 or any extension as may be provided by the Client, failing
which, the Letter of Award may be withdrawn by the Client.

12.4 At the time of signing the contract agreement, the Selected Airline Operator will be required to
submit a Performance Guarantee in the format as provided in Annexure-VII to the Client for an
amount equivalent to 3% of the contract price.

12.5 Performance Guarantee(s) will be returned by the Client to the Selected Airline Operator upon
completion of the contract agreement

13. CONSEQUENCES OF DEFAULT IN SERVICES

13.1 Any default in service as indicated in this document and/or the contract agreement shall enable
the Client to terminate the contract agreement upon which the operator shall not be entitled to full
reimbursement of its dues apart from taking other penal actions as per the contract agreement.

13.2 To address the eventuality of the Selected Airline Operator being unable to provide the charter
service when required, it may be held responsible for obtaining equivalent charter service.

13.3 To avoid any kind of failure in service, the Selected Airline Operator shall ensure that, a
backup Aircraft will always be available during the service period.

14. PAYMENT TO THE SELECTED AIRLINE OPERATOR

14.1 All payments shall be made in Indian Rupees. [In case the payment is to be made in the
currency other that Indian Rupees, the same shall be mentioned instead of Indian Rupees]

14.2 No advance payment will be made to the Selected Airline Operator for this charter services.
However, the Selected Airline Operator can claim a payment of 50% of the contract price after 2
weeks of successful commencement of charter service on satisfactory performance. The Selected
Airline Operator has to raise an actual invoice in order to claim any payment.

14.3 The Selected Airline Operator shall submit the actual invoice for payment when the payment is
due as per the agreed contract agreement terms. The payment shall be released as per the work
related milestones achieved and approved as satisfactory by the “Client”.

15. INDEMNITY

The Selected Airline Operator shall indemnify, defend, save and hold harmless the Client and its officers,
servants, agents, Government Agencies and Authority owned and/or controlled entities/enterprises, (the
“Government Indemnified Persons”) against any and all suits, proceedings, actions, demands and claims
from third parties for any loss, damage, cost and expense of whatever kind and nature, whether arising out of
any breach by the Selected Airline Operator of any of its obligations under this Agreement or of any defect
or deficiency in the provision of services by the Selected Airline Operator or from any negligence of the
Selected Airline Operator under contract or tort, or on any other ground whatsoever, except to the extent that
any such suits, proceedings, actions, demands and claims have arisen due to any negligent act or omission, or
breach or default of this Agreement on the part of the Government Indemnified Persons.

16. INSURANCE

The Selected Airline Operator shall effect and maintain, or cause to be affected and maintained, at no cost to
Client during the term of this Contract Agreement such insurance as is commensurate with prevailing
Applicable Laws and Good Industry Practice.

17. FORCE MAJEURE



17.1 The Selected Airline Operator shall be entitled to suspend the performance of its obligations under this
Agreement to the extent that it is prevented from performing its obligations by an event of Force Majeure (a
“Force Majeure Event”).

17.2 In this charter service, no event or circumstance and/or no combination or events and circumstances
shall be treated as a “Force Majeure Event” unless it satisfies all the following conditions,

Materially and adversely affects the performance of an obligation;

Situation is beyond the reasonable control of the Selected Airline Operator;

The Selected Airline Operator could not have prevented or reasonably overcome with the exercise
of Good Industry Practice or reasonable skill and care; and

Does not result from the negligence or misconduct of the Selected Airline Operator or its failure to
perform its obligations hereunder.

17.3 Force Majeure Event includes the following events and/ or circumstances to the extent that they or their
consequences satisfy the requirements set forth in Clause 17.2,

After the Commencement Date, if source & destination airport becomes unusable for flight
operations by the Selected Airline Operator, provided that the non-completion of the Airport shall
not be construed as a Force Majeure Event;

War (whether declared or undeclared), invasion, armed conflict or act of foreign enemy;
Revolution, riot, insurrection or other civil commotion, act of terrorism or sabotage;

Nuclear explosion, radioactive or chemical contamination or ionizing radiation, unless the source
or cause of the explosion, contamination, radiation or hazard happens due to any act of the Selected
Airline Operator or any Affiliate of the Selected Airline Operator or any sub-contractor of the
Selected Airline Operator or any of their respective employees, servants or agents;

Strikes, working to rule, go-slows and/or lockouts which are in each case widespread, nationwide
or political but excluding strikes by the employees or personnel of the Selected Airline Operator;
Any effect of the natural elements, including epidemic or plague, lighting, fire, earthquake, heavy
rains, tidal wave, flood, storm, cyclone, typhoon or tornado;

Explosion (other than a nuclear explosion or an explosion resulting from an act of war);

Any event or circumstances of a nature analogous to any events set forth in paragraphs (a) to (g) of
this Clause.

18. PROCEDURE FOR FORCE MAJEURE

18.1 If the Selected Airline Operator claims relief on account of a Force Majeure Event, it shall, immediately
on becoming aware of the Force Majeure Event, give notice and describe in detail:

That the Force Majeure Event(s) that has occurred

The obligation(s) affected;

The dates of commencement and estimated cessation of such Force Majeure Event;

The manner in which the Force Majeure Event(s) affects its ability to perform its obligation(s)
under this Agreement; and

The nature and extent of relief sought if any, the Selected Airline Operator shall not be able to
suspend or excuse the non-performance of its obligations hereunder unless it has given the notice
specified above.

18.2 The Selected Airline Operator shall have the right to suspend the performance of the obligation(s)
affected, upon delivery of the notice of the occurrence of a Force Majeure Event in accordance with sub-
clause 18.1 above. The Selected Airline Operator, to the extent it is prevented from performing its
obligations under this Agreement, as a consequence of the Force Majeure Event, shall be excused from
performance of the obligations provided that the excuse from performance shall be of no greater scope and of
no longer duration than is reasonably warranted by the Force Majeure Event.

18.3 The time granted for performance of any obligation or compliance and for the exercise of any right by
the Selected Airline Operator, shall be extended over the period during which such Force Majeure Event



continues and by such additional period thereafter as is necessary to enable the Selected Airline Operator to
achieve the level of activity prevailing before the event of Force Majeure Event.

18.4 The Selected Airline Operator shall bear its own costs, if any, incurred as a consequence of the Force
Majeure Event.

18.5 The Authority shall, if it wishes to dispute the claim, give a written notice of dispute to the Selected
Airline Operator within 30 (thirty) days of receiving the notice of claim. If the notice of claim is not
contested within 30 (thirty) days as stated above, the Authority shall be deemed to have accepted the validity
of the claim. If the Authority disputes a claim, the Parties shall follow the procedures set forth in Clause 19
regarding dispute settlement.

18.6 It is clarified that the term of the Agreement shall be deemed to have been extended by a period which
shall be equal to the duration for which such Force Majeure Event continued and by such additional period
thereafter as is necessary to enable the Selected Airline Operator to achieve the level of activity prevailing
before the event of Force Majeure Event.

18.7 Mitigation: The Selected Airline Operator shall take all reasonable steps to prevent, reduce to a
minimum and mitigate the effect of such Force Majeure Event. The Selected Airline Operator shall also
make efforts to resume performance of its obligations under this Agreement as soon as possible and upon
resumption, shall forthwith notify the Authority of the same in writing.

19. DISPUTE RESOLUTION

19.1 Save where expressly stated to the contrary in this Agreement, any dispute, difference or controversy of
whatever nature howsoever arising under, out of or in relation to this Agreement and so notified in writing by
either Party to the other (the “Dispute”) in the first instance shall be attempted to be resolved in accordance
with the procedure set forth below.

19.2 Amicable Settlement: In the event of any Dispute between the Parties, either Party may call upon the
other Party to resolve the issue raised in the Dispute and arrive at an amicable settlement thereof. Each Party
shall nominate a responsible person to resolve the issue through amicable settlement within a period of 30
(thirty) days.

19.2 Arbitration

(@) Any Dispute, which is not resolved amicably, as provided above, shall be finally decided by
reference to arbitration through an Arbitral Tribunal comprising of Sole Arbitrator to be mutually
appointed by the Parties, and if not agreed within 30 (thirty) days, as per the provisions of the
Arbitration & Conciliation Act, 1996 and any subsequent amendment thereto. Such arbitration shall be
held in accordance with the Rules of Arbitration of the Indian Council of Arbitration and shall be
subject to the provisions of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 and as amended from time to
time thereafter.

(b) The place of arbitration shall be Bhubaneswar, Odisha and the language of the arbitration shall be
English.

19.3 Arbitration Awards to be binding

(@) The Selected Airline Operator and Authority undertake to carry out any decision or award of the
arbitrators (the “Award”) without delay. Awards relating to any Dispute shall be final and binding on
the Parties as from the date they are made.

(b) The Selected Airline Operator and Authority agree that an Award may be enforced against the
Selected Airline Operator and the Authority as the case may be.

(c) This Agreement and rights and obligations of the Parties shall remain in full force and effect pending
the Award in any arbitration proceeding hereunder.



20. CONFIDENTIALITY

Information relating to the examination, clarification, evaluation and recommendation for the
Applicants shall not be disclosed to any person, who is not officially concerned with the process or
is not a retained professional advisor advising the Client in relation to or matters arising out of, or
concerning the Selection Process. The Client will treat all information submitted as part of the
Proposal, in confidence and will require all those who have access to such material to treat the same
in confidence. The Client may not divulge any such information unless it is directed to do so by a
court of law and/or any statutory entity that has the power under law to require its disclosure.

21. VERIFICATION OF INFORMATION

21.1 Applicants are encouraged to submit their respective Proposals after ascertaining for
themselves the site conditions, feasibility of the proposed International Routes, traffic, availability
of slots, location, surroundings, climate, availability of power, water and other utilities / space for
temporary construction (if any required), access to site, handling and storage of materials, weather
data, applicable laws and regulations, and any other matter considered relevant by them. It shall be
deemed that by submitting a Proposal, the Applicant has:

(@) made a complete and careful examination of this SNIT, the draft CONTRACT
AGREEMENT, the relevant bilateral Air Service Agreement between India and the
concerned country (if any) and all other information provided by the Client;

(b) received all relevant information requested from the Client;

(c) satisfied itself about all matters, things and information necessary and required for submitting
an informed Proposal and complying with its obligations under the CONTRACT
AGREEMENT; and

(d) acknowledged that it does not have a Conflict of Interest.

21.2 The Client shall not be liable for any inaccuracy, lack of data/information, omission, mistake
or error in respect of any of the above or on account of any matter or thing arising out of or
concerning the Selection Process, including any error or mistake therein or in any information or
data given by the Client.

22. VERIFICATION AND DISQUALIFICATION

22.1 The Client reserves the right to verify all statements, information and documents submitted by
the Applicant pursuant to this SNIT and the Applicant shall, when so required by the Client, make
available all such information, evidence and documents as may be necessary for such verification.
Any such verification or lack of such verification, by the Client shall not relieve the Applicant of its
obligations or liabilities hereunder nor will it affect any rights of the Client hereunder.

22.2 The Client may disqualify an Applicant if it finds at any time that:

(a) the information submitted, concerning the qualifications of the Applicant, was false or
constituted a misrepresentation; or

(b) the information submitted, concerning the qualifications of the Applicant, was materially
inaccurate or incomplete.

22.3 The Client may require an Applicant, who was qualified, to demonstrate its qualifications
again in accordance with the same criteria used to shortlist such Applicant, at any stage during the
Selection Process. The Client shall disqualify any Applicant that fails to demonstrate its
qualifications again, if requested to do so. The Client shall promptly notify each Applicant
requested to demonstrate its qualifications again as to whether or not the Applicant has done so to
the satisfaction of the Client.

23. CLARIFICATION

23.1 The Client shall have the power to issue clarifications regarding the implementation of the

2. PARTICIPATION IN THE BID IN THE E-PORTAL: The Applicant intending to participate in
the bid is required to register in the e-Portal with some information about the Company.
This is a onetime activity for registering in Portal. During registration, the Applicant has to
attach a Digital Signature Certificate (DSC) to his / her unique user ID. The DSC used must
be of appropriate class (Class Il or Class Ill) issued from a registered Certifying Authority
such as n-Code, Sify, TCS, MTNL, eMudhra etc.
3. Applicant has to submit the relevant information as asked for about the Company. The
portal registration of the applicant is to be authenticated by the State Procurement Cell
after verification of online documents like valid certificates/documents such as (i) PAN and
(ii) Registration Certificate (RC)/ GST Clearance Certificate (for procurement of goods) of
the concerned applicant.
